
Case Study -

Client: Thames Valley Police 

The project: An eight cell relocatable Safer Detention custody s uite hired to Thames Valley 
Police for use at Newbury Police Station and Magistrates Court. The PCflex suite is located 
immediately behind the court building and provides eight cells along with full charge and interview 
facilities while the existing custody suite is demolished and rebuilt.

Manufacture and installation: The building was constructed entirely off-site in only six weeks 
at Wernick Buildings’ manufacturing facility. It was then delivered to site, installed, commissioned 
and handed-over, fully operational, in less than a week. 

Client requirement: During the rebuild of the existing custody suite at Newbury it was deemed 
vital for both police and court operations that a custody provision remained on that site. The hire of 
a relocatable PCflex custody suite allowed the single phase closure, demolition and rebuild of the 
existing custody facility with no disruption to operational policing or court business.

Hire period: 12 months.
